50 State Coyote Hunting Regulation Summary

Compiled by Randy D. Smith - February, 2010


Following is a 50-State Coyote Hunting Regulation summary.  Each state was queried in February of 2010 by the author.  Most of the states kindly provided direct answers (often by conservation officers) which are copied and inserted verbatim.  A few responded by sending copies of hunting regulations for the author to interpret.  A very few did not respond and the author searched the regulations to best provide his interpretation of current laws at that time. State regulations are annually revised so the author advises that resident and non-resident hunters contact state and local agencies to learn the most current laws.  This is only a review and not intended to provide exact regulation interpretation. Substantive changes to these laws may occur and it is the hunter’s responsibility to know them. – RDS
Alabama
Season? No season on coyotes. Feral swine and coyotes are considered invasive nuisance species for which the necessity of demonstrating specific damage is not required. 
Hunting License? An Alabama hunting license is required.
Daily Limit? None.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  It shall be unlawful for anyone to use or possess any device as a predatory call during nighttime hours while in the possession of any type of firearm or when any member of a group is in possession of any type of firearm.

 Alaska

Season?  Regulation may vary between Game Management Units in Alaska, or change by emergency order. Please see hunting and trapping regulations available online.
Hunting License?  You may take coyote under either a hunting license or a trapping license, but you must follow the seasons, bag limits, and methods and means permitted by that license.
Daily Limit?  Specific limits are listed.
Units 1-5. 18, 22, 23, and 26A: Two coyotes…..Sept 1-April 30
Units 21, 24, 25, 26B, and 26C: Ten coyotes…..Aug 10 – Apr 30
Units 6-11, 13-17: Ten coyotes per day…..Aug 10 – May 25
Units 12, 19, and 20: Ten coyotes per day…..Aug 10 – April 30

Arizona

Season? Specific seasons and methods of take for certain units and locations are outlined in the Arizona Hunt-Trap Regulations available from the Arizona Game and Fish Department.
Hunting License?  A valid Arizona hunting license is required.
Daily Limit?  No daily or seasonal limit.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed? An individual may take nongame mammals and birds by any method not prohibited in R12-4-303 or R12-4-318, under the following conditions. An individual:
1. Shall not take nongame mammals and birds using foothold steel traps;
2. Shall check pitfall traps of any size daily, release non-target species, remove pitfalls when no longer in use, and fill any holes;
3. Shall not use firearms at night; and
4. May use artificial light while taking nongame mammals and birds, if the light is not attached to or operated from a motor vehicle, motorized watercraft, watercraft under sail, or floating object towed by a motorized watercraft or a watercraft under sail.

Season? Colorado allows year round coyote hunting.
Hunting License? A state license is required.
Daily Limit? No daily or seasonal limit.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Artificial light may be used to hunt coyotes on private land with permission of the landowner.  A special permit is required to use artificial light on public land.  Contact the Colorado Division of Wildlife for exact permit details.

Season? Coyotes are a relatively recent arrival here in Delaware. We have just drafted legislation to designate the coyote as a game animal. Once that is accomplished, we will promulgate a regulation establishing a season and bag limit. Right now our feeling is that there would be no closed season and no bag limit but that remains to be seen. First we have to get the game designation.

Season? Coyotes may be hunted year round on private property.  On Wildlife Management Areas (WMA’s), they may be hunted during most every hunting season except spring turkey.

Hunting License? Yes, a hunting license is required.  On WMAs, you must also have a management area permit.
Daily Limit? No Limits
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting? On private property, you may hunt coyotes at night (by the light of the moon) without any special permit as long as you don’t use any artificial light.  To hunt them at night using artificial light (spotlight), you must first obtain a gun and light and night permit from our agency, which is used to help control nuisance wildlife.  You may not hunt coyotes at night on WMAs.

Season?  Coyotes may be hunted year-round.
Hunting License?  Both Georgia residents and non-residents are required to have a Georgia or WMA license to hunt coyotes.
Daily Limit? No limits
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Coyotes may be hunted at night.  Lights must be hand held and not affixed to a vehicle.

Illinois

 Season? Yes, the season in Illinois is open year round.  Shooting hours are ½ hour before sunrise to ½ hour after sunset, except from the opening day of fox season (this year proposed for Nov 10th, 2010) through midnight of the following Feb 15th, coyotes can be hunted 24 hours a day.  Also, during the regular firearm deer seasons, coyote season is closed except for firearm deer hunters with unfilled firearm deer permits.

Hunting License? Yes, coyotes hunters in Illinois are required to purchase a general hunting license and a habitat stamp unless exempt by law.
Daily Limit?  No limits
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Yes, but only during the period starting the opening day of fox season (approximately Nov 10th, 2010 through midnight of the following Feb 15th.  Hunting is allowed by the use of artificial lights as long as the light is not shinned from or attached to a vehicle or conveyance.

Indiana

Season?  Furbearer season for Coyote is October 15 – March 15. Landowners may take coyotes at any time on the land they own or provide written permission for others to take coyotes on their land at any time, without a permit.  Coyotes that are taken outside the hunting and trapping season by a landowner or someone with written permission from a landowner cannot be possessed live for more than 24 hours, and the live coyote cannot be sold, traded, bartered or gifted.
Hunting License? An Indiana hunting license is required.
Daily Limit?  No Restriction.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  A continuously burning light that can be seen for at least 500 feet must be carried while pursuing furbearing animals between sunset and sunrise. It is legal to hunt fox and coyote with the use of mouth- or hand-operated calls, or with the use of recorded calls. Spotlights may be used to take fox and coyote. There are no restrictions on hunting hours or firearms for hunting fox and coyote. It is illegal to hunt fox or coyote from a roadway or with the use of any motor-driven conveyance.

Season? Continuous Open Season
Hunting License? Yes
Daily Limit? None
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed? Night hunting is not restricted. Sights that project a light beam, including laser sights, are not legal for hunting. You cannot cast the rays of a spotlight, headlight or other artificial light on a highway or in a field, woodland or forest for the purpose of spotting, locating, taking or attempting to take or hunt a bird or animal, while having in possession or control, either singly or as one of a group of persons, any firearm, bow or other device capable of killing or taking a bird or animal.

Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed? Use of artificial lights is prohibited. Generally, night time hours close at midnight. However, during the shotgun season for deer hunting, hunting hours are ½ hour before sunrise to ½ hour after sunset. During the pheasant/quail season on state wildlife management areas which are stocked with birds, the hunting hours for all species are from sunrise to sunset.

Michigan

Season? October 15 – March 1 with game or predator call only.  Firearm may be loaded or arrow nocked only when using call. Coyote may be taken on private property by a property owner or designee all year if they are doing or about to do damage on private property. A license or written permit is not needed.
Hunting License? Michigan residents possessing a valid small-game license may hunt coyote during the established season. 
Daily Limit? None.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed? Only lights similar to the type ordinarily held in the hand or on the person. (Flashlights, portable battery-powered spotlights and headlamps, and similar portable lights designed to be carried in the hand or on the person are legal.) The use of natural light, including night vision optics and scopes, is legal

Season?  Coyotes may be hunted throughout the entire year.
Hunting License?  Residents and nonresidents may hunt coyotes in Minnesota without a license.

Daily Limit? There is no daily or possession limit.

Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Coyotes may be taken in any manner, except with the aid of artificial lights or by using a motor vehicle to drive, chase, run over, or kill the animal. Poisons may not be used except in accordance with all label regulations of the state Dept. of Agriculture and federal Environmental Protection Agency.
A person hunting for coyote from Jan. 1 to March 15 may use an artificial handheld light under the following conditions:
• While on foot and not within a public right of way
• Using a shotgun
• Using a calling device
• Not within 200 feet of a vehicle.

Mississippi

Season?  From March 1 to the day prior to the opening of deer archery season: Nuisance animals may be taken, killed, chased, or pursued on private lands at any time with no weapon restrictions and/or on public lands where the government agency charged with the management of said lands has passed laws or regulations allowing the taking of nuisance animals From opening of deer archery season to the last day of February: (private lands and open public lands that have statewide seasons without specialregulations) Nuisance animals may be hunted, taken, killed or pursued during daylight hours with weapons legal to use for the hunting season open at the time.
Hunting License? Yes
Daily Limit? No daily or possession limit.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Persons hunting nuisance animals from ½ hour after sunset until ½ hour before sunrise with or without the aid of a light, are restricted to using standard rim fire rifles or handguns no larger than .22 caliber (all magnums are excluded) and/or shotguns with shot size no larger than No. 6 shot.  Persons hunting nuisance animals with archery equipment and/or with primitive weapons during archery or primitive weapons season must possess either a Sportsman License or an Archery/Primitive

Missouri 

Season?  Open year-round except for daylight hours April 1 through the end of spring turkey season and may not be hunted with dogs during daylight hours in November and parts of December during firearms deer season.

Hunting License?  Yes. Residents need a small-game hunting permit. Non-residents need a Nonresident Furbearer Hunting and Trapping Permit
Daily Limit?  No daily or possession limits.

Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Night hunting is allowed but hunting with artificial light is prohibited unless shooting a coyote that is treed by dogs. (Good luck pulling that one off! – Author)

Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  It is unlawful to illuminate wild animals from Sept. 1 to Dec. 1.  Coyotes may be hunted at night from Jan. 1 through March 31. In shotgun-only towns for deer, hunters must use either shotguns, 22-cal. rimfire rifles, muzzleloaders or bow and arrow to hunt coyote. Lights may be used, except from a motor vehicle or OHRV. Electronic calling devices are legal. Baiting is not permitted on ice-covered public waters. Written landowner permission filed with the local conservation officer is required to hunt coyote at night or to place bait for coyotes

Season?  Coyotes may be hunted with bow and arrow only from Oct 3 to Nov 6, 2009; with firearm or bow and arrow from Nov 7, 2009 to Feb 15 2010.  Coyotes may also be hunted with bow and arrow or firearm during a Special Permit Season from Jan 1 to Mar 15, 2010.

Coyotes: (Statewide) - Outside of any deer or bear or spring gobbler season may be taken with a hunting license or a furtaker’s license and without wearing orange. (During any archery deer season) - May be taken while lawfully hunting deer, or with a furtaker’s license. (During the regular firearms deer season and any bear season)- May be taken while lawfully hunting deer or bear, or with a furtaker’s license while wearing 250 square inches of daylight fluorescent orange-colored material visible in a 360-degree arc. (During spring gobbler season) - May be taken by persons who have a valid tag and follow shot size requirements. Coyotes have been added to the list of eligible species that can be hunted by youngsters participating in the Mentored Youth Hunting Program. A furtaker’s license is required to trap coyotes and the trapping season Daily Limit? No daily or seasonal limit.
A nonresident 7-day small game license does not suffice for hunting coyotes. Recent regulation change now allows any natural or manmade nonliving bait and any electronic or mechanical device to be used to attract coyotes for hunting or trapping. The law allowing trappers to use any natural or manmade nonliving bait to attract coyotes still does not permit the bait to be visible from the air. Those hunting coyotes, however, may hunt over bait visible from the air.
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Yes, you may hunt at night.  A light may be used under the following stipulation: A person hunting raccoons, skunks, opossums, bobcats, weasels, foxes and coyotes on foot may use a handheld light, including a gun-mounted light. Furbearer hunters still may not use a flashlight or spotlight that projects a laser light beam, though.

West Virginia 

Season?  West Virginia has a continuous open season for day hunting of coyotes (1/2 hour before sunrise to ½ hour after sunset).  Individuals must obtain permission from the landowner and remain in an open field, out of the closed woods.  Night hunting is open January 1 through July 31.
Hunting License? A West Virginia hunting license is required for hunting coyotes.
Daily Limit?  There are no daily, annual or season bag limits
Night Hunting and/or Spotlighting allowed?  Spotlighting is illegal.  However, it is legal to hunt coyotes at night using amber or red-colored artificial light during the legal night season.   Firearms legal for night coyote hunting are shotguns with #4 or smaller shot and rimfire rifles or handguns of .22 caliber or smaller.
